To this end I have 
addressed the honorable li'rank R. McNinch, the new Chairman of the 
l''ederal Communications Conunission, and the Honorable Daniel c. Roper, 
Secretar.y of Commerce, sugge~ting that Col. William F. friedFAn of your

Copies of 

all intercepted ene~ messages and the goniometric data are furnished direct~ 

to the GHQ Signal Intelligence Service. Copies of the plain-language messages, 

if any, are immediately forwarded to the G-2 section of the General Staff. 

£~ The GHQ Radio Intelligence Compaey also intercepts our own radio 

traffic, for purposes of furnishing information to the Communications Security 

Section of the GHQ Signal Intellig-ence Service. This will be discussed in 

detail under Par. 9 below • 

.£• The functions performed by the Radio Intelligence Company, GHQ Signal 

Service, as given under .!. and B. above are per:formed by a similarly organized 

Radio Intelligence Company, Arrrry Signal Service; the data obtained are fur-

nished to the Signal Intelligence Service, Headquarters ~ Signal Service.

Although these added duties can be allocated 

to one of the sections of the code and cipher compilation section, it will be 

noted, nevertheless, that the additional work thus imposed upon the GHQ Signal 

Intelligence Service is of very great importance and will necessitate some ex-

pansion of the present authorized organization •

its efficient operation discussed.

£• The correspondence subsection comprises the necessary stenographic 

and t.yping personnel for conducting the large volume of correspondence of 

the whol-e GHQ Signal Intelligence Service. It is deemed best to have a fairly 

large stenographic and typing pool so that the work may be centralized. 

d. The re~ and tabulati.ng machinery suiction 1112kes copies o£ 

---·teXts;-·tabies;--etc.~ .. quired 'for tl1e ·various secti-on· This will. :~cl.ude 

mimeographing, multigraphing, and other methods of reproducing copies. In 

addition, there will be needed ~ertain machines usual~ employed for accounting 

purposes, but easily adaptable to cryptographic and cryptanalytic work. The 

use of such machines very- greatly reduces the amount of time and labor involved 

in code compilation and in making statistidal studies in cryptanalytic work.

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.!.• The files subsection is a central agency for maintaining the files and 

records of the entire GHQ Sign~ Intelligence Service. 

!.· The communications subsection DIB.Y" have direct telegraph wires to Army 

Signal Intelligence Service headquarters, to outlying intercept stations, and to 

other places (for example, Navy Signal Intelligence Service headquarters), for 

the purpose of avoiding all del~s in the transmission and receipt of messages 

relating strict~ to the technical work of this service, especially that of 

the solution section, where time is of the utmost importance. 

g. The guard subsection has supervision of the special sentries assigned 

to patrol the quarters occupied b,y the Signal Intelligence Service at all hours 

of the day and night. It is felt that these special guards are necessary in 

order to prevent the surreptitious operation of ene~ agents in the vicinity 

of the quarters where most of the vital~ secret work is carried on. 

h. The liaison subsection maintains the necessary contacts with the 

Signal Intelligence Services of Field Armies, with other arms, with branches 

of the GeneraJ. Staff, with the Navy SignaJ. Intelligence Service in case of 

joint action, and with the Si~nal Intelligence Services of Allied Governments, 

if aqy. In other words, the section serves as a central agency for coordination 

of work with other Signal Intelligence organizations, or with other agencies 

concerned in the results obtained. 

i. The library and current information subsection maintains a small but 

fairly comprehensive library of books ha~~ a bearing on signal intelligence 

activities and of books likely to be necessary as sources of information for 

particular use of the solution section. Files of certain newspapers may be 

necessary if t~e.y are not rea~ accessible at GHQ. Reference books of 

special types are also required for cryptanalytic work that may not be avail-

able at the library of GHQ.

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b. A small unit of translators is essential if the language of the enemy 

is different from our own. These persons must have some technical knol'lledge 

in signal intelligence in ordsr to translate properly such documents in form 

suitable for oUr reaqy use. 

£.• The translators may also be called .upon to assist personnel of the 

code and cipher solution section and for this reason also they must have a 

certain amount of training in cryptanalys~s. 

g. The importance of rapid forwarding of captured documents such as 

codes, cipher ke,rs, files of cryptographed messages with their translations, 

to the Signal Intelligence Service is apparent. For this reason a special 

subsection is deemed advisable, the duties of which are to see that no time 

will be lost in bringing back captured documents and placing them in,proper 

form for study b,y various interested personnel of the Signal Intelligence 

Service. 

8. Functions of goniometric identification section. - .!• The work of 

this section is primarily of interest to the Battle Order Section of G-2,and 

to the code and cipher solution section of the Signal Intelligence Service. 

It assists in enabling the latter to sort intercepted messages properly 

according to the eneJIW' units from which they emailate and for which they are 

intended, since tactical messages rarely carry addresses and signatures in 

plain text, and externally carey few indications from which it may be deter­

mined whether two messages are in the same code, in the same cryptographic 

system, or in the same key. 

J:!. This section works in close liaison with the Radio Intelligence Com­

pany assigned to GHQ. The latter intercepts the messages and records on them 

the location of the transmitting stations, as found b,y intersection from the 

radio-compass bearings taken on the emitted waves. The goniometric identifica­

tion section records.& loc;ations and .. ,c~-s~s- of_ .. e ~tat_~o~s_ ~~ a suit­

able map, and from a .udy of intercommunicating stati!'s, :establishes the 

probable ene~ radio nets. These nets are then ~zed with the point of 

view of identifying the units which the transmitting and receiving radio 

stations serve and this in turn, b.1 noting the groupings which intercommunica­

ting stations form, furniSh valuable information concerning ene~ order of 

battle.

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,g_. Having identified the units in this manner, it is then possible to 

indicate on the intercepted messages the unit from which and to which they 

are coming and going, their location, the larger units to which they belong, 

etc. Thus, the messages can be sorted so as to isolate messages in the same 

cryptographic s;ystem, key, or in the same code. This is, of course, of 

primary importance to, and constitutes an essential preliminary step in 

solving the messages. 

,g. From the point of view of furnishing information concerning enemy 

order of battle, the work of this section is also of great value, since this 

information ~ be obtained at comparativelY little expense, without entailing . 

the loss of lives, and, moreover, in contrast to similar information obtainable 

from prisoners or spies, is not subject to ps,ychological, or purposive dis-

tortion of the facts. 

9. Functions of communications security section. - ~· The work of this. 

section •is exclusively that of furnishing data for the supervision of our own 

signal communications from the point of view of their protection and the main-

tenance of security and secrecy in signal communication • 

.k· Its duties include the following: 

(1) Study of our own messages to insure that the regulations 

governing cryptographic security are being observed. This involves 

analyzing radio messages transmitted b,y our own forces. The messages 

for this purpose are obtained b.f the Radio Intelligence Company assigned 

to GHQ and are forwarded to the Communications Security Section of the 

___ Signal Intelligence Service. The latter, of course, has the codes or 

ciphers and deccyptographs the messages, devoting ~pecial attention to 

violations of the regulations essential to cr,yptographic security. 

(2~Switchboard facilities are prov~ded so that personnel of 

this sec~n-msy-cut in on important tel~ lines and-11sten in on 

conversa'-ltns for the purpose of noting indiscretions which might 

impair secrecy. Particular attention is devoted to listening for the 

mention of unit designations, plans of operation, troop movements and 

the like.

..Q.• The personnel of this section should include a stenographer of consid-

erable ability, so a~ to be able to record the conversations as rapidly as the,y 

are spoken,. otherwise the evidence obtained might not be considered valid. All 

the listening-in personnel must be carefully selected for their discretion and 

integrity. 

!!• When serious violations are observed, one of two procedures may be 

followed. Under the first procedure a letter may be drafted, calling attention 

to the ir~gularities, and forwarded through the Adjutant General to the com-
' 

manding officer of the organization concerned. If the violations continue and 

are of a serious nature, an inquiry may be held by the Inspector General's 

Department. Under the other procedure, it has been contemplated that an officer 

to be known as the Communications Security Officer would be designated in each 

large unit, whose duties wo~ include the supervision of communications from 

the point of view of security. If this is the case, the liaison between the GHQ

Communications Security Section and the unit security officer would be more di-

rect. This would expedite the correction of irregularities leading to in-

security in communication by radio or other means. 

10. Functions of secret inks· section. - A• This section maintains and 

operates a laboratory for the preparation-and detection of invisible writing 

fluids, and for the detection of other means of transmitting information to 

elude censorship, as for example, microscopic writing.

for action. 

d. This section works in closest liaison with the censorship agency, 

and also with the larger laboratory at the War Department, where better :facil-

ities and more personnel are availabl~ for research. 

ll. Functions of code and cipher compilation section. - .!.• This section 

comprises the following subsections, the duties of which will be brief~ dis-

cussed in turn: 

(1) Headquarters subsection

b. The headquarters subsection has charge of the administrative details 

relative to assignment 9f work to personnel, t,he use of the equipment, and the 

issue of supplies to t.he in'!ividual ·members of the section. All ~orrespondence 

pertaining to the production, distribution, and accounting of codes and ciphers 

is initiated in the subsections and then passed through this office before 

going to the ~dministrative Section of the Signal Intelligence Service for 

signature and transmittal. 

£• The code compilation subsection compiles new editions of .authorized 

codes, as are required by field forces, principally for the Division Field Code, 

Air-Ground Liaison Code, Radio Service Code, and Map Coordinate Code. Special 

codes adapted for special usage or entirely new codes the need for which is 

determined by the Co~diug General, GHQ may be compiled. 

~· The cipher compilation subsection prepares cipher tab1es, cipher ke,rs, 

or cipher alphabets as may be required for use in connection with the various 

authorized code~cipher s.ystems and devices. It also has as· one of its re­

sponsibilitjes ~b~~~~~al supervision and cooJIIlation of such automatic

cryptographic ~iner,y as ~ be emplqyed for s~t intercommunication among 

the hig~.est headquarters of field forces. 
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!.• The publlcation subsection has charge of the details pertaining to 
-

the printing and peysical reproduction of copies of codes, cipbers-...:.cip~r 

tables, and cipher keys. I1' practicable, it should have facilities fo~ 

print_ing or lithographic reproduction entirely under its own control, in 

order that proper safeguards may be established over this phase of secret 

communication facilities. However~ if this is not practicable the printing 

and reproduction facilities of the Adjutant General, GHQ, or of the Engineer 

Reproduction Plant, GHQ, will have to be emplQ7ed. The subsection is also 

responsible for all pro~freadi~ of galle,y and page proofs. 

!· The storage subsection is the receiving office for printed cr,r.pto­

graphic pub~cations and is responsible for their safeguarding while in 

storage. It is necessary to provide it with suitable storage facilities, 

sates being preferable, and also with armed sentries to patrol the quarters 

at all hours during the day and night. 

&• The code and cipher compUation section will niaka the most use of 

the automatic machinery· referred to under par. 6 d. Without .suoh···machinery 

the section would either have to have much more personnel or else codes would 

have to be replaced less frequently. 

12. Funetions of code and cipher solution section. - ~· This section 

comprises the following subsections: 

(1) Headquarters subsection 
(2} Distribution and records subsection 
(3) Codes subsection·

b. The headquarters subsection has charge of the administrative details 

relative to the assignment of work to the personn~l o~ the section, the use of 

the equipment, 8Jld. the issue of supplies to the individual members of the 

section. All ~espondence_pertaining to the w~ of the section, material 
--f'uridshed·it for·solution:;-the resW.ts--accomplished, and-liaison V(ith other_ . . 

branches and aseies pass through this office b.e going to the Administra-

tive Section for .signature and transmittal. It also pr-epares daily, weekly, 

or monthly reports on cryptanalytic activities, which reP.orts are intended 
-

for the G-2 section of the GHQ staff and must be forwarded to that section for 

evaluation, coordination and distribution to all concerned. 
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~· The distribution and records subsection distributes manuscript sheets, 

copies of messages, documents, etc., as recei!8d from the reproduction sub­

section of the Administrative Section direct to the personnel working upon the 

part-icular code or cipher concerned. Its personnel also are employed in 

indexing, tabulating, making frequency studies, etc., for the cryptanalytic 

staff. 

g. The codes ·subsection studies and solves enemy code systems, attempts 

to reconstruct the codes as completely as possible, and decodes enemy messages 

so far as the reconstruction of the codes up to that moment will permit._ 

!.• The ciphers subsection does the s.ame type of work except on cipher 

systems. 

f. The research and training subsection has the following duties: 

(1} To investigate such new code and cipher s,ystems, apparatus, 

and devices as are submitted to the Signal Officer, GHQ, for consid-

eration for use b,y field forces. 

(2) To conduct a school for the training of enlisted and officer 

personnel assigned to duty in the_Signal Intelligence Service of GHQ 

or ~· Such training will be essential for personnel obtained from 

sources other than the Chief Signal Officer because no other agency 

exists in the military service for training in signal intelligence 

activities. 

1). Relations with other branches of Signal Intelligence Service. - .!:.• 

The GHQ Signal Intelligence Service must maintain close liaison with the 

following other branches of the Signal Intellig-ence Service of the military 

establishment: 

{1) Arrtry Signal Intelligence Service. The signal intelligence 
~ 

service at the headquarters of each field army serves as a sort of 

forward~chelon of the GHQ Signal lntellAIIbce Service~ ~ts personnel 

are tra~;d--~~ ~~- -;~- ~s ~~ enable • ~o decipher and decode 

enemy melages for which the keys have been worked out b.1 GHQ Signal 

Intelligence .Service. The purpose here is to permit of ~ed in 

utilizing the results that .may be obtained from solutions of ene.q 

messages intercepted within the radius of action of the field army. 
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At the same time, the ArJI13 Signal Intelligence serves as a source 

or material for work by GHQ Signal Intellig-ence Service, since the 

messages which are intercepted by the Radio Intelligence Compaey 

assigned to ~ and which cannot be solved b,y ~ Signal lntelli-

gence Service are forwarded for solution to GHQ ·signal Intelligence 

Service. The officer-in-charge of ~ Signal Intelligence Service 

should have had adequate training and experience in. the GHQ Signal 

Intelligence Service. His assistants do not require such thorough 

training_, but obviously the more they have the better will be their 

work. 

(2) War Department Signal Intelligence Service. The largest 

unit Df the Signal Intelligence Service and the one best equipped 

to work with the more complicated enemy codes and ciphers should 

be located at the War'Department in Washington. Here the non-

militar,y codes and ciphers of the Snemf government are studied, 

as well as the codes and ciphers of e~ commercial houses_, agents, 

etc. It may be that the GHQ Signal Intelligence Service is in a 

better position to intercept such material than is the War Department 

Signal Intelligence Service, in which case the former should spend 

no time tr,ying to solve this non-military traffic but should merely 

forward it to Washington. On the other hand_, the enemy's field coD:es 

and ciphers may.. be so complicated as to be beyond the ability of 

personnel at GHQ Signal Intelligence Service, in which case the War 

Department Signal Intelligence Service maY: be called upon for coopera-

tion and assistance. 

(.3) Corps Area and Department Signal Intelligence Services. If 

branche. the .Signal Intelligence Serv. are established at tha 

- h-eadquarters of corps areas and department·s,_liaison may be n~cess~ry 

between &m and GHQ Signal Intelligence ~ce, for purposes of 

coordination, cooperation, and avoidance of duplication of effort. 
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b. It must also act in close liaison with the following: 

(1) Censorship representative, GHQ. The censorship bureau 

will undoubtedly have offices in the Theater of Operat'ions. Matters 

requiring cooperation between the Signal Intelligence Service and 

oensorship authorities in this region will require close liaison. 

(2)- Navy Signal Intelligence Service. The Theater of Operations 

may be located in such an area that direct liaison with Nav,y Signal 

Intelligence Service A£loat or Ashore is mor-e conducive to good coopera-

tion with GHQ Signal Intelligence Service than indirect liaison through 

the War Department Signal Intelligence Service, such direct contact 

should be established. 

(3) Signal Inte~ligence Services of allied governments. - During 

the World War, the liaison that .existed between the Radio Intelligence 

Section, G-2, GHQ, AEF, and the same service of French GHQ and British 

GHQ was moat conducive to cooperation and elimination of duplication of 

effort. In case our government is .engaged in a war conducted wit..lJ. Allies 

against a common en~, such liaison may again be essential. 

·~· It will be seen from the foregoing that the activities of the Liaison 

Subsection of the Administrative Section, GHQ Signal Intelligence Service (par. 

6!: {7) above) are quite important and necessary for achieving the best results 

possible ~om coordinated efforts to solve all kinds of en~ communications. 
~ . 

\ . 
14. Duties of the officer-in-charge of the GHQ Signal Intelligence Service. -

.!.· It is the responsibility of the officer-in-charge of the GHQ Signal Service 

to adminis~r the service under his charge in such a w~ that the functions of 

each section of ~s office, as outlined above, are efficient~ conducted and 

that the service as a whole fulfills th~ mission assigned to i~. He cannot be 

SAJPScted to be and, in fact, he may not be an expert.cryptographer or an accom­

plished cryptan~st, but h~ should know enough ~t these subjects to rec­

ognize the limi~a-ti~ns that abound-in practical work in these fields. He must 

realize first attn that the personnel assigned. him or selected by him are _ 

assumed.to possess basic techniaai qualifications for the work and that if 

success does not crown their efforts or·if it seems to hL~ to come only too 
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slowly, this is inherent in the work itself: 0 supermind· performancesn are 

not the forte of cr,yptanalytic personnel, popular concepts to the· contrary 

notwithstanding. It cannot be too strong~ -emphasized that cryptana~ic 

studies.require a great deal of patience on the part of its working-personnel; 

on the part of its directing and administrative personnel a similar degree of 

patience must be forthcoming. It is only rarely that spectacular situations 

and successes arise in the course of the work. 

J:l. The last statement leads quite directly to a point which is touched 

upon with a certain amount of hesitancy but which nev.ertheless must be mentioned. 

As said before, signal intelligence is a specialty and its successes are rarely 

of a spectacular nature. They· are, in this respect, quite different from the 

notable achievements which are much more frequently brought to light on the 

battlefield by brilliant tactics, resolute, action, ~our~e ~d fortitude. 

To1hose who have the good fortune to 8ucc~~d·on·.the-battlefield, recognition 

and advancement come quickly, and this is of material iDlportance toward the 

establiShment and maintenance of a high stage of morale. But the successes of 

signal intelligence personnel, even when thB"'J do come (and they come only in­

:frequently, very slowly, and most often as the result of long, hard labor), 
-

must usua~ be kept secret or, at the least, confidential. Consequently, these 

successes never can meet with popular acclaim and never can be awarded open 

recognition until long afterward. If, under these circumstances, pr~otion 

and advancement come "more slowly than they do in other fields of action, the 

result, ·is apt to be detrimental to the morale of the plodder_s in the signal 

intelligence field. It therefore is inaumbent upon the officer-in-Charge of 

the signal intelligence service to see that his personnel is accorded recogni-

tion for efficient, conscientious work in the same degree and with the same 

benefits as is a~orded deserving personnel in the combat zone. 

£• Finally, t is extremely important that • off'ice:r;-:in-charge realize 

that a vital factor in~ attaining success in signa~telligence work is the 

fostering of a c~titive spirit among all personnel concerned but at the 

same time repressing to the utmost my spirit of prof.essional jealousy, and any 
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attempts to deprive others or credit due for good work, mere~ for the sake 

of personal advancement or the offender. The officer-in-charge of each branch 

of the Signal Intelligence Service, wherever located, must be constantly on 

guard to prevent such destructive forces from gaining a foothold among his 
. 

subordina.tes for the good and sufficient r.eason, aside from the one of fair 

pl~, that whereas the spirit of competition on·a purely scientific basis 

is conducive to the production of results, will spur on his subordinates 

to do their very best, and wi11 bring about a good state o£ morale, the oor-

roding spirit of professional jealousy.based merely upon avidity for personal 

distinction and advancement will not only disrupt a good o~ganization but will 

prevent the establishment and maintenance of real cooperation. It may be stated 

that in signal intelligence work, especially in that of cryptanalJsis, cooperation 

and coordinated effort are absolutely essential. The efforts of even a good 

ma~ individuals, if each works alone, will avail very little; only good teamwork 

will produce results and will bring success in the assi~ed mission.

l. The Chief Signal Officer has been authorized to recommend, not later 
than December 1, 1934, the name of one Reserve officer he desires to take the 
three months' course for National Guar.d and Reserve officers at the Command 
and General Staff School, Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, commencing about March 15, 
1935. 

2. Instructions relative to the selection of the Reserve officer include 
the following: 

11Pri ori ty in making recomrnend.ati ons for this purpose will be given 
first to officers of field grade Who have creditably completed the entire 
Command and General Staff School Extension Course, and second to captains 
who have creditably completed the Command and General Staff School Exten­
sion Course. In no case will officers who have not completed the entire 
course be selected. 

"Officers recommended for the special course ---- will he less than 
~orty-eight years of age March 1, 1935. 

"In accordance with the provisions of the .Appropriation Act, F.Y, 
1935, no officer of the Org~~ized Reserves ---, dra~rlng a pension, dis­
ability allowance, disability compensation or retired pay from the Govern­
ment, may be placed on an active duty status. 

OEB. nAll applicants will be informed -- of the mental, mou."lted, and 
field work required during the course and that they II!Ilst be physically 
qualified in all respects in order to receive favorable consideration.---"

1. Pursuant to author1t7 contained in the 2d Indorsement, 
4ate4 Kovember 4, 19~1, to a letter dated October 29, 1931, from the 
Department of State to the Secretary of ~ar. a etudy was initiated to 
determine only the d.egree of cryptographic security afforded by the 
abo~e-mentioned cipher machine. 

2. A theoretical method or solving CJ7ptoe;rams produced b,­
thie machine, without poaseeaion of either the machine or a knowledge 
or the particular key eeUings emplo,-ed 1n their prodD.ction was c;.u1ckl7 
establ1ihe4. . 

:s. ~o seta of cryptograms were requested for teat, as set 
forth in the attached Exhibit 1. The messages were delivered to this 
office under sealed cover and were received at the times indicated on 
the photostatic copies, EXhibits 2 to 9, inclusive. 

4. As regards the first set of messagea, the only information 
given by the State Depar~ent was that each message had been enciphered 
by a different lo-letter keJWord. Attached hereto, labeled Exhibi'• 
10 to 13, incl~si~e, are 'he 1olutione to Meeeages l, 6, 7, and a, ot the 
aet of' 12 messages furnished as Set A. There seemed to be no point 1n 
solving all the meesase• ot this set, it be1Qg deemed satisfactory to 
demonstrate, by sol~ing any tour of them, the possibility of sol~ing 
aDf messages of this category, all with independent initial key settings. 
It rtJ&y be stated that, with practice, any meseege or this type fiA'1 be 
sol~ed within an hour or less. 

5. As regards the second set of mes~es, Set B, the only in­
formation ghen by the State Department was tbat these tour menages 
sere the 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th of a aeries enciphered from an initial 
setting known only to them. Attached hereto, labeled Ezhibita 14 to 17, 
1ncl~81ve, are the solutions to all four messages thus furnished. It mq 
be etated, as regards thie_ method of emplo7ing the machine, that if a 
aeriee of 10 or more meaaages is available, the determination of the 
proper initial setting tor the aeries can be reached •ithiD 24 hours, 
poslibl7 only 12 hou.re. Jrom that point on, however, all messages can 
be cleclphered ae rap1411 as the legitimate correspondents can decipher 
them, providing a duplicate machine ie availa'ble. It no duplicate machine 
11 at band, then the qa•.t1on of quick translation beoomee one merely of 
available clerical pereonnel.

- by means of a different 10-tetter key-word, the latter 

being known only to yoar office. 

b, One set of 10 consecutive messages, the absolute po­
sition of these messages in a long series of messages 
enciphered consecutively from an initial keyword being 
known only to your office. This test is intended to 
s~ulate intercept conditions that would obtain if the 
machine should be employed in accordance with the pres­
ent International Telephone & Telegraph method of start­
ing with a selected or predetermined initial key-word 
and not resetting the wheels for consecutive messages. 
This condition assumes that the interceptor would not 
have started his interception with the very first mes­
sages enciphered, and would therefore not know how far 
the messages he is trying to solve are from the initial 
keysetting.

(7) Mr. Friedman has demonstrated exceptional ability as a cryptanalyst, not 
only in executing the technical details o:r the work involved, but also 
in administration, research and instruction along these lines. He is, 
without doubt, the leading authority on codes and ciphers tn this country. 
He is orten consulted by other governmen~al agencies and renders valuable 
assistance to them in the solution or their problems connected with secret 
communication in general. In 1929 responsibility :for the solution o:r 
ene~ codes and ciphers and the preparation and detection of secret iDks 
was transferred :from the Military Intelligence Division, General Sta:r:r, 
to the Signal Corps. Until this time, the Signal Corps had responsibility 
only :for the compilation o:r codes and ciphers :for the use o:r the ArmY, and 
tor intercept and radio goniometric work in war time.

Although the information given may have no direct bearing upon 
the subject at hand, viz., recommendations for promotions, it 
is presented in order to afford the Board some background for 
special consideration of the factors involved in their cases. 

4. Until 1929, so far as code and cipher work is concerned, 
the Signal Corps was charged with the responsibilit-y for onl-y the 
prepara t·i on and rev:i.sion of codes and ciphers for the use of the 
Army, and the production of cipher devic·~s and machinery.

The Principal purpose of this transfer was to 
concentrate all work connected with codes snd ciphers under one 
authority, so that a permanent, continuoulsy operative organ:l.za.tion 
f'or cryptographic work could be esta'Jlished during peace time, 
wJ:1ich, as a result- of' a proper organization and training, would 
ue prepared for Lrunedil:t te and successful operation in war time.

order to produce qualified cryptographic personnel. This is 
especially true of those filling the cryptanalyst p~sitions, for 
the~ have already devoted many years to professional stuuies and 
tra lning &nd nruet yet undergo special inatructton of sev'Jrel years 
duratton in crypto~raphic studies. It is therefore my opinion 
that the new employees would be justified in assuming that the 
Si~nal Corps is not living up to its obligations, if an initial 
increase is not provided in the near future. Funthermore, it 
WJ uld be only logical for them to feel that future recognition 
of their services would likewise be quite problematical and 
possibly without results so far as financial advancement is con­
cerned. Since age was an i~portant factor in the selection of 
these individ1.:als, even after a year or two of training, all of 
tham would still be young enough to profit by a change to some 
other activity wherein the prospects of advancement mit,:ht be 
considerably greater and there£ore there would soon come the 
desire to separate themselves from the Signal Corps~ with a 
consequent loss to the service of all the time and money expended 
in t ueir training. 

8. The training of the newly aequired personnel is progressing 
rapidly and time will shortly arrive when steps must be t aken to 
furnish strategic corps areas and departments with Signal Intelli~ence 
Sections to be composed of two Junio Cryptanalysts and one Crypto­
graphic Clerk. This will require the taking in of an equivalent 
number of additional employees under the same classi.fications until 
such time as the a hove-mentioned corps areas and departments huve 
been completely supplied. In this connection it may be pointed 
out that duty in the Signal Intelligence Service will impose the 
same type of personal restrictions as are imposed upon military 
personnel~ in that they will be expected to perform the duty at 
stations not subject to their own selections. 

9. The fore~oing facts are believed to explain the necessity 
for regular increases in their peyJ reasonable in amount and 
consistent wi·th their progress and length of service~ and to the 
end that no dissatisfaction may be engendered through the failure 
of the Signal Corps to look p~operly to their interests.~,.,;>'"" ... 

10. If consistent with the rules of procedure of the Board, 
it is desired that I be given an opportunity to &fpear before -the 
Board, in person, with the view to indicating more cl~arly the 
peculiar conditions 1nvlihved in the development and operations of 
the Signal Intelligence Service.

As a statement to this affect was not included in 
your memorandum, it was not placed in the order; therefore 
when Mrs. Friedman presented her first voucher for $150.00, 
the Disbursing Officer held that the Signal Corps was not 
contracting for services but \78.S rather contracting with 
~~s. FriAdman for the actual delivery of four code books, 
and therefore refused to pay her until the completion of 
her work. The matter was taken up with the Auditor and in 
the first conference he in.formally- upheld the Di~"hursing 
Officer, but when all the facts were presented to him he 
decided that if the confidential staf£ code and the three 
]'ield codes upon which Mrs. Friedman is v-1orking were in 
exist~nce when the order was placed, and if Mrs. Friedman 
is engaged in reconstruction, revision, bringing up :f.ot.d~t-'!, 
or improving existing codes, the contract actually covers 
services and the Signal Corps may draw up a supplementary 
contract providing for periodical payment of services •

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3. In t.his connec"L10n your at.t.ent.ion is invi-ted t.o t.he 
fact that_your memorandum apparently indicates that the 
St.aff code is in existence, but the Field codes are not. 
Upon taking up this ma-tter with on~ of your force it devel­
ops that there is a possibility that t.he -three F'ield codes 
are also in existence, and that I~s.

I beg leave to acknowledge your letters of 
Nov. 24th and 27th, both of which arrived this morning. 

With reference to the one of Nov. 27~h, I 
wired you today as follows: 

" Acknowledging letter November twenty seventh. Please 
prepare contracts tor both on straight six months basis, 
as per letter. Confirmation follows. " 

Al1 the questions raised 1n my letter of 
Nov. 22nd have been answered satisfactorily. I think the arrange­
ment that I work for six months at $JOQ.a month, and Mrs. Friedman 
for a similar period at etso. a month, with the understanding that 
if the work is not completed at the end of that tl~e a second con­
tract be made is the better, and I so wired you. 

The information with regard to your ~alk with 
Major ~.[oorman is gratifying in more than one way, and I thank you 
both very much • Major Moorman, by the way, is coming to visit 
Riverba~~ on Dec. 6th, though with what purpose is not very clear 
to me. I think Col. Fabyan is of the ~pinion that he is coming 
to see what kind of place it is, with a view to effecting some sort 
of a liaison, but personally I do not thi~~ so. Major lioorman 
eai4 that he is coming to learn something more about code and cipher. 
I trust that he will appreciate the necessity for withholding from 
Col. Fabyan any intling as to what~being contemplated by ourselves, 
unless I see fit to break the news myself at the time of his visit. 
If you have any doubt about his appreciation of this necessity--
it is a delicate matt~r for me to suggest it to him because I have 
already asked him to regard my letters to him· in reference-to my 
application for a commission as strictly confidential--will you be 
good enough to put him on his guard. The Colonel is almost uncanny 
a_6, a self-constituted "intelligence agent", and Major Moorman has 
not had the experience and the facts we both have with the man. 

The rest of this letter will deal with the~ 
last paragraph of your letter. It may be that the "old gentleman 
seems to be smelling a rat", and it would not ~ an utter surprise, 
but I am fully convinced that should he really find out our plans 
before the time is ripe, he would stop at almost nothing to prevent 
their consummation. I have had one sad experience already and do 
not want to have another like it if I can avoid it. Certain it is 
that the greatest mistake we could make now is to ask for his oer­
mission. In the first place, I feel under absolutle~y no obliSa-

tiona to him-- quite the other way around 1 seems to me, and as 
I hope to be able to show you very soon. In the second place, it 
is necessary to have everything definitely settled before breaking 
the news to him, otherwise no one can tell what might be the con­
sequences as far as our relations contemplated with the Signal 
Corps are concerned. He is as powBrful as he is ruthless. Of 
course the storm will be the more terrific on this account but taen 
once that is over the way will be clear. Therefore, I may as well 
be frank in saying that I will make no move until the contracts 
have been signed in due form· and all arrangements completed. In 
any case, should a slip-up occur by any chance in our contemplated 
connection with the Signal Corps, we shall nevertheless sever our 
relations with Riverbank_, so that Col;. Fabyan has nothing to gain 
in any case. 

The Reoner all arrangements are completed the 
better, and the happier we shall all be. I await the contracts.

Dear Major Mauborgne: 

Replying to your confidential letter of Nov. 
19th, the information with regard to the action taken by the Board 
of Review is very interesting but I have little hope of anything 
coming from it. As I see it, the papers constituting the supple­
mentary report from the Local Personnel Board made no change in 
my case at Washington. Nevertheless, I thank you. 

Now with regard to the details of civilian 
employment as outlined in your letter, the offer is interesting 
enough to warrant my careful consideration and before giving a 
definite answer I wa~ld like information on the following points, 
some of which·are, of course, of minor importance, but will have 
some bearing upon the situation. 

1. Will the Signal Corps furnish the following: 
. a) 'Working quarters, including the necess­

ary equipment and furniture, such as desks, filing cases, 
typewriter, etc., also a vault for safekeeping or all 
books and papers. 

b) Services of a typist. This, I suppose, 
would not necessarily include the full time of the oper­
ator. 

c) Materials in the way of paper, filing 
cards, and such paraphe,ralia as would be essential in 
work of this nature. 

d) A sample of each type of code to be con-
structed as per specifications furnished. · 

2. I .note that at one place in your letter you 
say "··• as well as the preparation or two or three field codes", 
and in the quotation of the proposition as made to Mr. Barne·s , it 
says 11 

••• and the construction of three field codes 11
• Will you 

please indicate the exact number and .type of the codes to be cov­
ered by the contract? 

J. If the work is finished before six months, wilJ~ 
it be considered that my part of the contract will have been complet­
ed? And if the work is not finished within six months, will the. 
completion be at my own expense? 

4. If quar'&rs are to l:B furnished in a goverill.uent 
building, will it be possible for me to work evenings and Sundays, 
or will the working hours be limited to goverrunent hours? 

5. If a delay o:utside my control is occasioned. 
in the printing of the manuscripts, and a considerable period of 
time will be necessary before the proofs are forthcoming, will such 
delay be chargeable to my time and my account? If such a delay 

tt e 
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should exceed one month, would I be free to go about my business 
until the proofs are forthcoming? This question may seem a bit 
far-fetched to you, but I have had some unpleasant experiences due 
to delay and strikes and so on in private printing offices. I ' 
suppose, however, that the case is much different in the govern­
ment printing office. 

6. Finally, I want to ask whether a definite 
and formal contract for Mrs. Friedman's services can be sent at the 
same time as that for my services? Her aid in this work would be 
a very great advantage not only to me but more so to the govern­
ment on account of her previous experience and ability in crypt­
ography. 

Will you please also indicate how soon you 
would want the work to commence after the signing of the contracts~ 
I may add in confidence that my past experience with my present 
employer and the experience of others of whom I have knowledge, 
makes it very advisable to have a definite contract signed before 
acquainting him of my intentions. 

I hope to hear from you very shortly.

This is w~ I requested, and still ask, that you keep my correspondence 

in confidence until the smoke blows away-- and I assure you there will 

be a deal of it when the time comes. 

I certainly thank you for your assurances of re-

grets and for your warm interest in me, but I do not want you to feel 

that in asking me to enter application i'or commission the result has 

turned out unfortunately for me, or that it cauded a great upheaval in 

my life, for such was not the case.
