SUBJECT: Conference on Series of NSA Cryptanalytic Texts and Courses 

1. I regret 'that due to the necessity of attending another meeting, I cannot 
attend the Conference on NSA Crypt Texts a..11d Courses. Inasmuch as views will be 
made a matter of record I am submitting them here. 

2. It a:g;ears that Part I is a.n excellent worlt for which Mr. Callima.hos must 
be congratulated. However it is felt that too much stress is placed throughout 
these courses in historical problems such as Verna.m., Sphinx, Hill, ADFGV'.h etc. 
lt would be better if the author disregarded previously prepared historical write­
ups and drew his problems from at least World War II vintage. 

3· The basic flaw in the whole series is the concept of Parts V and VI being 
Secret. It is hard to visualize situations under which a Secret course ca..l'l be 
taught that a Top Secret Codeword could not be. These courses are clearly for 
-~ersonnel on board or cleared, there is no other need for them. It would appear 
·far better it you are going to have such courses at all to make them Top Secret 
and really have a usable course. 

4. It is my opinion that the project should be finished at least through 
Part IV as con-v-enient, w1 th the assignment of no add.i tional personb.el. There is 
certainly no need to undertake this project in the shortest possible time. 

5. In viev of the foregoing and in view of my personal high regard for 
Mr. Callimahos, :tt is urged that the entire program be held in abeyance for a 
period or a year during which time Mr. Callima.hos ts assigned to work in PROD 
on a TDY to NSA-064 as necessary to become more closely acquainted with current 
operational problems and needs.
