!be recent conflict baa de~onstrated more eonvinoingly than 
•••r before the strength our nation can best derive from the integration 
ot all or our national resources in time of war. It ie of the utmost 
1aportanca that the lessons or this experience be not forgotten in the 
peaeet1ma planning and training or the Ar.y. The future security of the 
nation demands that all those civilian resources which by' conversion or 
redirection constitute our main support in time or emergency be associated 
oloael7 with the activitiea of the Ar_, in time of peace. 

The lessons or the l~st war are clear. The military effort 
~~qU1red tor victory threw upon the Arm7 an unprecedented range ot 
1"&1pOi'.l.s1bilitiee, 1118!11" of which were effectively" discharged onl;y through 
the invaluable assistance •upplied b,y our cumulative resources in 
the natural and social science• and the talents and experience furnished 
by ll&nagement and labor. The armed forces could not have won the war 
a:foDe. 8o1ent1sta and business men contributed techniques and weapons 
•hich eDabled Ul!l to outwit and overwhel.Dl the ene117. 'l'heir understanding 
ot the -~'• needa made poaaible the highest degree or cooperation. 
fhia pattern of integration must be translated into a peacetime counter• 
pa~t which will not merely familiarize the Army with the progress made 
1n aeience and industry, but draw into our plannina for national security 
all the civilian reaourcea which can contribute to the defense or the 
count17. 

Success in this enterprise depends to a large degree on the 
eooptration which the nation as a whole is willing to contribute. 
lowever, the Arm, ~a one or the main agencies responsible tor the defense 
ot the nation bas the duty to take the initiative in promoting closer 
relation between civilian and military inter~ata. It must establish 
definite policies and administrative leadership which will make po&sible 
•ven greater contributio,..·a from science, technolo17, and Jll8nagement than 
4uring the last war.

8Cient1tic achievements accelerate the tempo and expand the 
area or our operation•, thia interrelationship will become or 
even ~eater i.partance. In the past we have often deprived 
our;elYea ot vital help by limiting our use ot scientific and 
technological resources to contracts tor equipmeRt. More often 
than not we can lind much of the talent we need for comprehensive 
planning in industry or iniversitiea. Proper empla,rment of this 
talent requires that the civilian agenc,y •hall have the benefit 
ot our astiJaP.t.ell or future military problems and aball work 
clo•e~ with Plans and the Research and Development authorities. 
A most etf'ective procedure is the lett.ing of contracta for aid 
1n planning. !be use of such a procedure will sreatl7 enhance 
tbe validit7 of our planning as well aa ensure sounder strategic 
eqUipMent programs.

tailed directions are held to a ain~. The solicitation or 
a•aiatance under theee conditions wo11ld not only make available 
to the Ar~ talents and experience otherwise be7ond our reach, 
but alao establiah mutual confidence between ourselves and 
civilians. rt would familiar!• them with our f'undamantal 
probleas and strengthen greatl)r the foundation upon which our 
national security depends.

ia end cannot be achieved merel1 by aending otfi~era to 
universiti~l tor professional training. lt is true that tho 
~·• need tor officers well trained in the natural and social 
•ciences reqtdrea a thorc~h. progrM of advanced atud;y for selected 
a111tar,r personnel, but in addition we must supp~ inducement• 
which will encourage these men in the continued practical applica• 
tion ot scientific and technolo~ical thought to m11itar.y problema, 
l premium must be placed on proreaaional attainments in the natural 
and social sciences aa well as other branches or militar,r science. 
Otficera in eaeh arm and serv1ca must r.-111ar1ze them•elvea as 
auch •• ~asible with progress and plana made in other branches. 
Only then can tha ~ obtain the administrative and operatiTe 
talent essential to its task and mutual understanding by the arms 
and services of their reaoacti~ problem•, 

In general, the more we can achieve the objectives indicated 
•bove with respect to the cultivation, eupport, and direct usa of outside 
raaourcea, the mora e~~rgy will we have lett to devotato ttr1ctl1 
ailitar,r problema for whiah there are no outside facilities or which 
tor special aacurity reasons can only' be hA.ndl.ed by the m111taey. In 
tact, it is ourJBaponaibility deliberatelY to examine all outside re­
sources aa to adequanoy, diversity, and geographical distritn1tion and to 
ensure their tull utili~et~on aa taetora ot aeourity. It ia our job to 
take the initiative to promote the development or new rcsourcsa, if our 
ne.tional aect1rit7 indicates the naed, !t 1a our duty to support broad 
r••••~~h program• in educational 1nat1tutions, in induatr.y, and in whai­
ewr field 11ight be ct importance to the Am;y. Cloee integration ot 
&1litary and ciYilian rascureea will not onl7 directly benefit the ~' 
but indirectq oontribute to the nation's security, as c1Yil1an• are 
ptoapared tor their role in an emergency~ the experience gained in tiae 
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ot peace. '.rhe aaaociation of mUi1;ary and oivUiana in educational 
inat;itutiol)i an4 iDdu•tr;y will level barriers, engenc!er mutual under­
lta~d.i!!J, and lead t~ the cultivation or !'r1endab1pa invaluable tor 
tU.tun .cooperatiol'l. 'lhe reali .. tion ot our obJective& placea upon ua, 
th• 11Uitar:r 1 the challanp to -• our pro:t'eae:l.onal o:t'f1cera the 
..-quala · 1n ~owle~p and trainirlg of oiviliaaa in similar fielda ar1d 
••~ QUr pror,,a1onal environaant as inviting aa those outside. 

. ·.ta. the intereat or culti,ratin4r to the utllloat the integration 
of oJvilia.n and 11!1itarr resources and ot aecuring the moat ettactive 
un~~d directioQ of our reeearch and dewelopment activities, thia 
~··~ona1bilit,r ia being consolidated in a aeparate •ection on the 
.b~~at W.r Departqaent level. !he director or this aection will be 
~h:ectly aupporled bT one or 110re ti"YUiana, thus enauring :run con­
fidence ot bQth the militar.r and the civilian in this undertaking. 
B7 the rotation. ot: ciTUian apecialists in thb capacity we should 
.have t~e.banetit ot: broad guidance and should be able to furnish 
•e1enee and induatr,r with a tir~tha~d understanding of our problema 
And obJective•. B,r developing the general policisu outlined above 
under the l•aderah1p or the Director of Reaearcb and De~elopment the 
Ar~ will demonstrate the Ya+t• it places uuon science and technology 
ahd further the integration or civilian and militar,r reaourcea.
