2. On 21 January 1955 Mr. We1ntraud of Telefonbau 
and Normalzeit, Frankfurt/Main, was v1s1ted at his office 
in an effort to establish favorable relations in the 11 Front 
Office" of his firm. (D1pl Ing Preikschat, Research and 
Development D1v is also being cultivated.) 

3. Weintraud displayed a completely cooperat1ve 
attitude indicat1ng that his company 1s w1lling to deal 
w1th any Western nation. He stated further that we 
(gener1c usage probably connoting the Allied Powers) need 
only worry should an Eastern Country obta1n one of the 
three West German cipher mach1nes now in var1ous stages of 
development (T&N High Speed Enigma, Lorenz M1xer and the 
Hagelin OX 52). 

4. Source prov1ded two photographs (1nclosures 1 
and 2) of the T&N cipher mach1ne as 1t appears 1n 1ts 
current stage of development. He stated that h1s f1rm 
had begun work on it during the summer of 1953 and had 
completed this model in December of 1954. The mach1ne 
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J.s stJ.ll 1.n the development stage and should b.e ready for 
marketJ.ng by December of thJ.s year. Although no changes 
are planned in the lower portJ.on of the machl.ne\contaJ.n­
J.ng the keyboard, tape and tape-prJ.nter, experiments 
dJ.rected toward redesJ.gn for compactness are J.n the off­
J.ng. 

5. The mach1.ne l.S to be used J.n conJunction wJ.t.b 
teleprinters and wJ.ll operate at a speed of seven char ...

6. WeJ.ntraud recommended that Dr. HuettenhaJ.n be 
contacted if further J.nformatJ.on concernJ.ng the current 
cryptologJ.c developments J.n West Germany is desJ.red. 
However J.n as much as Dr. HuettenhaJ.n J.S a OCAHICOG 
source such a course of act1.on l.S not deemed advJ.sable. 
We1ntraud poJ.nted out that cryptologl.c information J.S 
not held as secret and that Dr. Huettenhain would prob­
ably be ent1rely cooperatJ.ve. He gave Huettenhain's 
address as follows:
