He does not provide a means tor continuously am 
irregularly varying the relation between the elements of the friotion 
dr1Te components ot his ill'V'ention. 

Furthermore, Boardman, in his oonatruotion shOI'IB a frioti on 
drive, DI8.11Ually adjustable, for the selection at a givenmmber ot 
circuits (as shown in figuren 9 and 10 ot Boardman) out ot a plural:lty 
ot circuits. He does not shaw at any place oonatruction permitting 
the variation ot the time interval 'betw8en successive circuits of a 
plurality at oirouits. 
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
