3. This case is still open to prosecution and surely there is
patentable subject matter as admitted by the Examiner. The prosecution
of this case has been rendered more difficult by the piecemesl citation
of art, In any event, all grounds of ‘objection can be discussed at
length irn connection with the preparation of the next response and, if
necessary, the case may be taken up with the Exeminer on personal interw
view prior to the actual g.ling of the next emendments
