There were no serious disagreements concerning the report with the
axception of the U.S. views regarding Appendix A.

3. Hr. Austin stated that the U.S. considered Appendix A to be

" Hagelin machine was one of the primary concermns. He recommended that

‘Appendix A be used as written but that paragraph 6 be expanded to
inolude the detail which the U.S. believed to be necessary concerning

the Heaelin equipment. It wes agreed.

"4, The Chairman suggested that the original drefting group meet
direotly after a recess at 1430 and prepare for the committee as a
whole, the substence of the problem, additional conclusions and
recomnendations to be included in the final report. The Chairman
further: suggested that a drafting group be appointed to expand pera~
graph 6 of the Appendix A as previously agreed.
