I
s glad to report that the Doctors regerd hls progress as sallsfactory
but insist that he must stay in the hospital for spproximetely two
weeks longer and then have a month's rest at hone.

Vhile he wes in Europe I received the notification that we had won
the Folger award for the best manuscript submitted in the field of
Zlizgabethen literaturs. We were asked not to meke any cnnouncement
until the public yress release was made. The news appeared on April
3rd in at least Nev York and Weshington pepers. I sm enclosing two
coples of the Washington stories. The one pelr to go, 1f you will be
#0 kind, to Colonel snd Mrs. Zipf. Please convey o them our congratu-
iations on the arrival of the daughter and express the numercus vieis-
situdes which has prevented my writing to Bess. I have, much %o my
disgust, mislatd their address.

Seturday night, April 83rd, the Yolger Shakespeare Library is
celebrating their birthday with a lecture by Marcetie Chute vhose
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name; of course, yot recognize ms the muthor of "gShakespeare of London.”
The Folger has kindly extended to me the privilege of inviting friends.
