1. VWhere an invention 13 originated by an employee of the Government,
as in this case, the Govermment acquires the usual license rights irrespective
of whether he negotiates the sale of his commercial rights either before
or after the filing of a formal patent application and the purchaser of
such rights takes title subject to an irrevocable, non-exclusive license
to the Govermment, which license should be executed at the time the formal
patent application is executed.

2. The following procedure is 1§go?n_ended=

a That the patent application be filed thru the Patent Section of
the Signal Corps and that attorneys representing the Govermment be
made attorneys of record in the original application, but that patent
counsel for the purchaser of the commercial rights prepare the specifi-
cation, claims and drawings for the application. Handled in this
way, the case would come under the Act of 1883 as amended and the pay-
ment of a filing fee would be waived.

3. Upon the actual filing of the application in the Patent Office, an
associate power of attorney would be given to patent counsel representing
the purchaser of commercial rights, with the understanding that said patent
counsel would be responsible for the prosecution of application. All replies
to patent office actions prepared by outside patent counsel should be trans-
mitted to the Signal Corps Patent Section for actual filing in the patent
office.

4, (a) If during the pendency of said patent application and
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prior to the grant of a patent thereon, applicant should make a formal _
assignment of title and have saild assignment recorded, the assignee
(1.e. the owner of the commercial rights) would then become responsible
for the payment of the final govermment fee.

(b) On the other hand, if the formal assigmment of title be de—
ferred until after the actual grant of the patent, the payment of a
final govermment fee would thereby be avoided.
