Reference is made to the letter from Mr. H. W. Moseley, 
Secretary of the State-Ar~-Navy-Air Force Coordinating 
Co~ittee, to you dated June 14, 1948, announcing the est­
ablishment of the Interdepartmental Committee on Industrial 
Security. Your Department is represented on this Committee 
by Colonel Edison A. LYnn of the Munitions Board, Lieutenant 
Colonel Lewis F. Shull and Major John F. Voran (Alternate) of 
the Department of the Army, Commander J(enneth F. ~·Ieaver and 
Lieutenant John Renninger (Alternate) of the Department or the 
Navy, and Major William G. Florence of the Department of the 
Air Force. 

One of the principal concerns in the industrial security 
field has been the problem of what controls, if any, are nec­
essary and practicable over the export of American industrial, te 
technological and scientific information not under the control 
ot the National Hilitary Establishment -- information which 
would contribute to the mjlitary potential of foreign countrieR. 

One opportunity for controls has been th1•usting itself 
upon the Government daily; the many requests for advice about 
exporting technology which are received from private citizens 
and business enterprises. These requests for advice have up 
to noll been directed to many agencies of the Government: State, 
Army, Navy, etc. In each case a reply has to be given recomr.~end­
ing for or against the export of a certain item of technology 
or in some cases refusing to take a position.
