MEMORANDUM FOR 20A:

1. I have Jjust learned through Mr, Friedman, head of Army
Intelligence Seotion, that the Coast Guard Intelligence Division
has been equipped with I. B M. Tabulating Equipment for Cryptana-
lyticsal purposes.

2. The idea of applying this machinery to cryptanalysis
originated in the Communiocation Security Group of the Navy and
was revealed in confidence to Friedmen. The latter obviously
passed it on to his wife who is head of the Coast Guard Crypt-
anslytical Unit.

Se The appllcatlon of Tabulating Machinery, and in fact
any machinery, to oryptanalysis represents the greatest advance
we have made in this field in recent years. It is in my opinion
an important weapon of national defense which if revealad to
foreign nations might deprive us of a great advantage in time
of war,

4. In view of the extensive publicity given to the Coast
Guard oryptanalytical activities I believe that immedisa®e steps
should be taken to inform responsible authorities of boih the
Arny and Coast Guard that the Navy considers information per-
taining to the application of machinery to cryptenalysis is &
matter of national defense and should be withheld from disclosure
under provisions of the Espionage Act of 15 June 1917. [t might
also be well to take similar action with respect to the Inter-
national Business Machine Compdany through their representative
here in Washington.

5. I have taken it upon myself to present the foregoing
viaews ‘'to Friedmen this morning and request that prompt action
be taken to give this action official backing.
