1. Reference is made to a paper dated 18 February 1S46 and 
entitled ~uties aDd Responsibilities of Coord1D&tor of Joint Operations• 
whiah diroots the establishment and operation of a Joint Intercept Con­
trol Group (JICG)-

2. The JICG is to be orga.ni.zed as 1nd1oated b"J the ohart which ia 
attached as ~bit 1, and aa outlined belaw. 

3. The Deputy Coordinator for Intercept Control Wl.ll be the officer 
1n charge of the JICG, T"hioh will be organized and stai'i'ed as indicated 
in subparagraphs a. through g. ...
