JOIN'l' SECURITY COMMITTEE 

PURPOSE 

1. The Joint Security Committee (JSC) is established as the 

advisory body to the Joint Chiefs of Staff on such matters 

oerta~ning to communications ~nt~lligence (COMINT) and communi­

cations security (COMSEC) as may be referred to the Joint Chiefs 

of Staff. 

COMPOSITION 

2. The JSC shall conb~st of. 

~· The Army, Navy and Air Force MET.bers of the United 

States Communications Intclli3cnGe Board (USCIB), one of 

whom shall be appointed Chairman, JSC, for a one yenr term 

by th~ Joint Chi~fs of Stoff The chnirmanship shall be 

rotated amonr:, the ~rvica&. 

b. No~ to excc~d two ajditionnl members from ~ach of 

the Services to be scle~ted by the Services. 

c An alternate for each Service JSC Member who shall 

hnve plenary powers tc act in the Member'~ absence. 

d. A representative from tnc Joint Stoff appcint~d by the , 

Director, Joint Staff, to att~nd JSC meetings as an observer 

in order to maintain close liaison between interested a~~ncies. 

RESPONSIBILITIES AND FUNCTIONS 

3 Acting under the authority uf the Joint Chiefs of Staff 

and with tneir approval, when required, tnc JSC will: 

a Make recom~wndationb concerning Joint op~rotlnG plans 

and doctrine for the i~plcm~ntation of COMINT rLquirements 

within the Armed s~rvices.

f Coordinate all com~unication security and communication 

intell1bcncE matters whi~h affect cornmunication-electronics 

with the Saint Cornrnunicat1ons-Electronics Cornmittcc. 

PROCEDURE 

4. Th~ JSC will: 

a. Establish its own rncthods of procedure within th~ ~stab-

11shed policies of the Joint Chiefs of Staff. 

b Strive for unanirnity in its adviso~y actions to the Joint 

Chiefs 0f Staff. When unanimity c~nno~ be r~achcd, substantive 

rnattcrs, as d~termincd by the Ch31rrnan, shall b~ ref~rred to 

the Joint Chiefs of Stnff for resolution 

AUTHORITY 

5. The JSC is authorized to. 

!· aequest infor~ation ~nd assistance which may be required 

in connection with its functions from the Join~ Chiefs~ Joint 

Cornrui tt.0cs under the Joint Chiefs of Staff, and the elcrnents of 

the rn1litary scrvic~s that ar~ conc~rned with COMINT and/or 

COMSEC. 

b. Establish such subcornmittecs as moy be required to 

assist JSC in the p~rforrn~ncc of its functions.
