Subject: Brief of Telegrams of Department of State.

1. " Colonel MoCormack of G-2 recently called to my atten-
tion a daily publication prepared by ONI (op-18-C) entitled, "Brief
of Telegrams of the Departuent of State"™., He said that the Speical
Intelligence. Section of G-2 published a similar resume but in much
briefer form’and thoroughly paraphraseds His group in G-2 are much
concerned over the fact that many ‘of the telegrams quoted are very
poorly paraphrased amd give the British, who are on_the distributiaen
list, an excellent means of getting into State Department communica-
tions. He said that rscently Field Marshal Dill remarked to General.
B8trong that British cryptanalysts oould read the traffic of amy nation,
including the U. S. Colonel LcCormack said it was no wonder they could
when we provided them with such things as this ONI buttetin; he could
not imagine the British Foreign Office supplying us with a loose para-
phrase of all of their telegrams.

passing this information on to you because it bears on S8ecurity, and
posaibly the matter is worth looking into.
