He will survey all of our
resources on both campuses and with such committees as he may
appoint bring the availability of our resources @f men and
equipment te the attention of the proper authorities in Wash-—
ington and elsewhere, If you feel that your department has
something to contribute to war research, please communicate
with Professor Cleland,

There are many areas of the life of the common-
wealth that are touched by the war which might be benefited
by svecial eff-campus or on-campus programs., Mr, John Dillon
has had remarkable susccess in this field and has kindly con-
sented to take charge of matters dealing with special publie
service projects relating %o the war and war training. He
will survey the resources of the University on both campuses,
including the Extensien Division, and will likewise survey
the needs of the state in an attempt to bring the two toegether.
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The increasing number of Army-Navy training pro-
grams has necessitated an increase in the staff of the Office
of War Information, of which Professor Horack is Director.
