1. At its 28th Meeting, on. 22 Apr11/l955, USCIBEC considered refer-
ence (a) in light of reference (b) and the dlscussion at the meeting.

2. USCIBEC recommends that reference (a) be approved with the
understandlngs reflected in USCIBEC's discussion of the matter as recorded
in the final minutes of the meeting. These understandings are in essence

If there is no objection to the above described USCIBEC
recommendation by the close of business Friday, 6 May 1955, it will be
considered approved by USCIB under the interregnum procedure.
