".3. The U.K. proposes to send a G.C.H.Q. officer tel I at 
the end of January 1955, to make arrangements for the necessary accommoda­
tion, etc. It is envisaged that the reconnaissance will be carried out by 
four operators, and results will be passed to N.S.A. through nor.mal Comint 
channels.
