2, In making recommendati ons for a suitable notification to the U/K
the Executive Committee was directed to consider the views of the Depart-
ment of State Member. If he offers no objection to such notification the
form and substance of it as agreed by the Committee and further approved
by the individual Members of the Board is to be despatched to the U/K.
If the Department of State Member does not agree to notification of the
U/K at this time, the Executive Committee is expected to refer the matter,
together with their recommendations, to the Board.

3. As a starter the enclosed draft is submitted for consideration
on the assumption that there may be no political objection to sending
such a notification.
