Wor~ing Grou;p tor Improvement 
of NATO Camnunications Security has informed USCIB that the C\'G approve 
and recamm.end release of the U.K. TIPEX 22 to the French. The United 
States Communications Intelligence Board consents to such release. 

2. At the same time USCIB was asked it it would approve in 
principle the U .. K. monitoring ot French communications at French re­
quest tor COMSEC purposes subject to turther USCIB consideration of 
such concrete proposals along these lines as might be presented bJr the 
U.K. element ot the OW. In acting on this question the Board decided 
to keep the matter under advisement pending presentation to it of the 
precise nature or the French requirement together with the manner in 
which it is proposed that it should be fulfilled •

Board to these proposals indicate to me that arrangements which would 
not obtain substantial agreement or the U.S. element of the 0\G would 
be unlik:~ to meet with USCIB approval.
