1. The enclosure is circulated for consideration in connection 
with item 2 of the Agenda for the llOth Meeting of USCIB to be held 
at 1430 on Frid~, 10 December 1954. 

2. Attention is invited to the references. It will be remem­
bered that the present Master Requirements List was approved b,y 
USCIB on 3 July 1953 (see reference (a)) and forwarded directly to 
the Director, NSA with the concurrence of the Executive Agent for 
the production of COMINT (see reference (b)) as a new approach to 
the problem of the COMINT response to intelligence requirements. It 
was to be :reviewed in six months in the light of a report from the 
Director, NSA as to his ability to respond to the List and its sub­
sequent implementing, detailed information requirements. The six­
months review period proved to be too optimistic owing to the time 
required to prepare the Information Requirements and the broad scope 
of report desired. However the report was finallY distributed 
under cover of reference (c~ on 27 July 1954. It was placed before 
USCIBEC by the Executive Secretar,y. USCIBEC referred it for stuqy 
to the USCIB Intelligence Committee, which submitted to USCIBEC the 
comment and questions contained in reference (d). Meanwhile 
reference (e) was submitted by the Director, NSA in order to bring 
about improvement in the manner b,r which consumer requirements have 
been levied on his Agency. Reference (f) merely sunnnarizes the 
views of USCIBEC with regard to reference (d). 

3. A brief word about the present system of handling require­
ments levied by the Board on tpe National Security Agenc.y may be of 
assistance. Recommendations as to form and substance of requirements 
are formulated by the USCIB Intelligence Committee on the basis of 
national intelligence objectives without regard to whether such 
requirements can be met from COMINT sources. (Previously the ability 
of the COMINT source to produce had been an important factor in 
levying requirements). These requirements are compiled into what is 
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known as the Master Requirements List (MRL). This List is submitted to 
USCIBEC and then to USCIB for approval. The approved version is then 
r~produced by the NSA and distributed b,y the Executive Secretary who 
provides 250 copies to the Director, NSA. A second list, called the 
Informat:ion Requirements List, is then prepared b,y the INTCOM. This 
list refers, in order, back to each requirement listed in the MRL and 
is supposed to state in detail the types of information which might be 
expected from the various COMINT sources and which it is desired be 
produced anq distributed b,y NSA in accordance with the priority assigned 
to the pertinent MRL listing. The information requirements, if unani­
mously agreed by the INTCOM, are forwarded directly to the Executive 
Secretary who in turn forwards them directly to the Director, NSA with 
concurr~1t distribution to the members of USCIBEC any one of whom may 
then raise an objection. Information requirements are not submitted to 
USCIB for review unless an objection that cannot be solved in USCIBEC is 
raised. Until receipt of reference (e), no lack of unanimity in the 
Intelligence Committee has been reported nor have any objections been 
raised in USCIBEC to any information or Master Requirement.

MEMORANDUM Fc:R MEMBERS or USCIB 

SUBJI!:CT: Master Requirements List 

1. I have read with interest USCIB 9.3/11, which contains the 
viewz~ of the Director, NSA, on the USCIB Master Requir~nts List, 
and I agree wholeheartedly' with his observations. 

, 2. ~u.ring our year of experience with the existing JilL and its 
Inf'ol:-mational Supplements, certain deficiencies which require correc­
tion have become apparent. I have set forth in Paragraphs 3 through 
10 bt!lov, the essential ingredients which I believe arrr adequate 
mechanism mst include. 

3. Basic guidance tor the u. S. COMINT effort should originate 
with a statement of' the objectives of' that effort. These COMINr 
objectives should be consistent with and, in fact, must be derived 
from the over-all. national, intelligence objectives. They must be 
defined in the light of' COMINT realities and the capabilities of other 
inte:~gence sources and actiVities. The U.s. COMINT effort should be 
dir~~3~ed primarily to those tasks for which it has a unique capability 
and, sboul.d not be asked to pursue presently' unproductive tasks exclu­
sive:q-, to produce information of' marginal value, or to duplicate un­
necessaril7 information available through less critical sources. 

h. ~hese COMIHT objectives must dictate the basic allocation of' 
u.s. resources against foreign COMINT problems and govern the output 
of the effort so allocated, while at the same time making provision 
f'or technical preparations to meet future requirements. 

S. Basic guidance of this nature must be authoritative and there­
fore should go from a superior qualif~ed to formulate it to a subordinate 
responsible for implementing it. Accordingly, basic guidance must orig­
inate at ._ point no lower than USCIB itself and be addressed to the 
Director, NSA. 

~-~-. $uch guidance must be clear, succinct, and understandable and 
require_ a minim'UIIl of non-technical interpretation by NSA. It must estab­
li~h prio~ties which are as near]¥ absolute as_ possible so that there 
can be no question as to the required allocation.. at COM.INT resources or 
the product desired. 

7. At the same time, provision must be made for nexibility in 
adjusting the guidance to meet current intelligence and technical 
de-Velopments as they arise. This will require that necessary provision 
al.so be made at a working level for achieving mutual understanding of' 
intelligence and technical developments. 
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8. It must be clearly recognized that USCIB guidance amounts to 
operational orders which HSA muat obey. While those providing the 
guida!l.ce will be concerned wi.th the. results rather. than the details 
of the implementation, thq shoul4. be ~ adnaed by liSA as to the 
capabilities and limttat1ans. ot u. s. COMIB'.r resourc.ea and. be advised 
of the effect of requirements. on techD1c&l operations. 

9. In addition, NSA should.prepare a clear. and understandable 
ammal progress . report to USCIB cancerni.Dg conformity wi.th,. and fultill­
ment of, the guidance received.J the basic allo.ca.tian ol COMIRT resourcesJ 
and an estimate of the addi ti.onal. resources required to enhance fllltill­
meiJ.t. of tl;le COMrNT objectives. 

J.O. Af'ter study of this annual . report, USCIB must advise the 
Hatior~ Executive Agent as to What resources it considers should be 
made acvai:J_able tor. COMift production in the comLng year. 

ll. As a constructive step. toward establ 1 sbme.nt of a mechanism 
inclUding the ingredients. which I consider essential., the attached 
paper which describes a m.ecbanisa . .incJ..ud1ng. these essentials. has been 
prepu•ed within. the Department of Defense. 

12. I recommend that USCIB endors.e the above essentials and 
f'orwu•d them to USCIBEC for its guidance with instructions to prepare 
the DE!cessaey detailed papers tor Board approval., and that the enclosure 
be f'o:~~warded to USCmEC tar use. as. a point o:t departure in prepap.ng its 
recoa~~endations.

Intelligence activities ot tile goverllll8n1i do not vor.IC tar th-­
selYes. tl187 IIWit operate to acquire informatii.on to support the objectives 
aDd poliey of tha gcwerDilen1i. Intelligence authorities are tberetore 
respoDSib.ls to operate 1D 'Gl1e J.ight of expressed nat1ona1 poiicy-. to shi.t:t 
'their 'tiargets as uati.onaJ. po.Licy changes and to 'I>Pl1' 1ntell1.gentq each 01' 
their reso11rces along J.:i.Des wbich capit&1.118 on UDique capabilities and 
avoid need.1ess duplication ot ettort. 

In 1ihis light, the responsibiJ.i ty of uscm is to provide gu:1dance 
in the undentaudi ug tba1i it does not •deteJ:mi.De11 needs but rather inteU1-
gentl.7 applies and interprets th• in 'tfn'IIS of COOft. It does not •gtmerate11 

requirements but •taUors• tl1em to CCitiN'.r realities. tJnderatallding ot this 
pr:l.nci.ple is essential.. It is ODl:y in this wq that w are assured that 

COOI'l act.i.Vi.ties will alva,.. be guided in accordance with the goals ot 
naticmal a11thor.lty and in proper relationship to the activities ot other 
intelligence soumes.

USCIB as a 
corporate bo~ has no CCIIlpeteDCe to eTaluate CCI!D't resources in the 
light of all others, but can and must do so through ita Dlembers who, 
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as inc:lividual.s, provide the t.ie-in vith the rest ot the intelligence 
coaauraity. For example, CCMift might be asked to pursue certain 
targets in East Gel'!ll8Dy because a covert capability had recentl7 
decl.iJ:~ed o:r, COMift woul.c:l not be asked to supply data trca an area 
on whi.ch 1 t had a capabil1 ty because attache or dipl.omatic contacts 
were 1,:roviding adequate reporti.Dg. In contrast to tbe first )'&rd­
stick5, tor this aspect lfSA. would be given no production requirement. 

Basic USCll~ guiclan.ce would be fcnmd in two documents a

'lllis would be a lllOdit'ied lAC priority objectives list. It would 
be shorter than the present USCIB Kaster Bequ:J.rements List (under 50 items 
rwm:ing to some five pages) aDd would be differently arranged so that, 
for inst.ame, everything on Colamunist ~hina does not tall below priori1iies 
on anztbinLiD the USSR. 1be list woold be broken Clown in'to three aajor 
categories covering highest priority-, b1gh priority-, and priorit-y iteas 
with objectives tor &IV' area sprinlcl.ed throughout the three categories 
depending upon the importance of the 1.t• to nat.ional. securi:ty' needs. The 
la.Dguage of the objeetives would be as specific as possible tor a doclllleDt 
of this t;,vpe, to insure its accurate application within HSA.. It muld uot, 
hovever, employ technical cauft teDlinology-, thus bec<111ing outdated rapidly. 
Items would be listed in as nearly absolute priority as possible, to i.Dsure 
that basic priority· deteminat1ons which Dl118t be made, are made by USCIB 
rather than NSA. Entries such as the to.Llowing 110uld be used: 

The Cc:JD:ft Object.ives List shoul.d be designed to remain valid as iloDg u 
possible, excluding items oi" the tempora17 high priority or cr&$h t)'Pe• 
!he priJiar7 purpose ot the Objectives List would be to detel"DDiDe the 
allocation of res~rces to problems b7 &.

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Ttl.e setting of COMINT objectives is ot such importance that it 
must be viewed as m eseenfuJlT non-d.eJ.egab.l.e responsibility or the Board 
aabers.

This is tea.sibl.e in that USCIB is ;a.ot required to produce a DeW doC11118nt 
but rather to deJ.ete and re-arrange itau in rm. existing lAC paper. It is 
also essential. that this job be dane by tbe Board itaelt in that it can be 
done cml.7 in tbe kD.ovledge of the ~apabil1t1es of non-OCKI.ft sources of 
intelligence. USCIB wouJ..d set tbe prior.it7 order ot the objectives witbin 
the major breakdowns. Subordinate bodies ot USCIB such as the Intelli.geuce 
Cmmd.ttee trequent.J¥ have a8 their representatives me.bers troa the aJMDT 
rather thlm intelligence colllll1JD11;J' who are not necessari~ equipped to make 
recoaneDdations concerning the status of aU intelligence sources in their 
departments.
