CCMilfr Activity 

This report, submitted for your cons:l.deration1 represents the findings or 
one senior analyst who spent four ~s searching open sources & in consultations. 
It is patently impossible to search every available open source in this period 
of time 1 and to that extent this report is incomplete. However 1 the opinions 
of those individuals who were connected with the United States etf'ort aga:l.nst 
the World War II Germans 1 e.ll of who could not recollect arq previous:cy pub­
lished account or U.s. successes against the Germans 1 should be of value 1n 
assessing this possible compromise. 

I. The Problem: _ .... 

In the February, 1953 issue of the united States ArrJil Canbat Forces 
Journal, an article, ''Battlefield Intelligence" 1 written by It8i1Jon N. 
Baldwin, makes reference to Ullited States Commnn:S cations Intelligence 
activities. (Inclosure #1 contains pertinent extracts) Research vas 
undertaken to determine if' these references represent a security breach, 
and if so, the extent af the security breach. 

II. Facts Bearing on the Problem: 

1. On the basis ot inf"ormation contained in the article, it is 
thought that a foreign :l.n1el.ligence an.a.:cyst could deduce that: 

(a) A "low-level" {tactical COMIHr), 8Dl a "high-level" {Magic) 
effort was mounted by the United States against German 
corrammications • 

(b) 'Dle "low-level" ef'fort was a responsibility of lower echelons; 
the "Magic" effort a responsibility at higher echelons. 

(c) Success vas obtained by the United States in both fields. 

(d) Higher echelons closely guarded the flow of "Magic" to lower 
echelons. 

(~) The tJnited States possibly mounted a successful ef'fort against 
Russian C0111D1Wl1cations 1 or German COIIIIIIUnications on the Russian 
front 1 or a combination of both. 

U.S. OFF\C\ALS ONLY 
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2. 'l'h1s 1nf'ormation, combirJed with information about "Magic" 
contained in the Proceedings ot the Pearlli&rbor Investigation, should 
enable a foreign ana.."cyst to determine the general level and character 
of the United States ceyptanal:ytic effort 86"1nst the Germans in l~-45. 

3· If the intelligence anal.yst of a foreign government had access 
to ca;ptured German ccyptographic mach:l nes 1 devices, and interrogations 
of German personnel, he should be abl.e to deduce more exactly the nature 
of U.s. successes with high-grade German cryptographic systems. 

4. A search ot open sources such as newspapers, magazines, books 1 
and World War II histories 1 thus far does not reveal a.ny significant 
information rega.rdiDg United States successes against Get'1DBDY in the 
COMIRI! field during World W&:r II. 

5· Qualified individuals intimately acquainted with United States 
COM:INr activity, particularly theef'f'ort against the Germans, were con­
sulted regarding Mr. Baldwin's article. ~se individuals, Mr. Oliver 
Kirby, R3A-72, Dr. Carl P. Klltzke, DSA-7IB2, and Dr. Roy Johnson, 
DSA-7!811 were of the opinion that the lrticle represented a considerable 
compromise of United States COMIJ.Il: activity which ranged from "IIIOderate" 
to "substantial." 1n importance. 

6. Dr. Roy Johnson, ISA-7IBl,stated that to the best of his 
ability to recollect, the term ''Magic" was applied to reports issued 
from Washington and not in the European IJ!lea.ter of Operations. Such 
reports 1D1Q' have conta:l.ned high grade German material. Mr. Baldwin 1 s 
use of the term "Magic 11

, could therefore stem from ilrf'ormation revealed 
in the Proceedings at the Pearl Harbor Investigation. 

III. Conclusions: 

1. Mr. llanson lf. Baldwin's article "Battlefield Intelligence" 
conta:l.ns authentic references about United States COMI:Rr activity 
against the Germans which constitute a breach of security. 

2. The i'llq)ortance ot this breach is substantial when the 1ntor­
ma.tion 1n his article is studied 1n con.1Unction with previously pub­
lished inf'ormation about United States Communication Intelligence 
activities and successes and this must be assumed to be the case.
