1. In cormectl.on WJ.th the Director• a statement at the Staff mee"b.ng 
on 1 July 1952 to the effect that he does not 1ntend. to br.Lng the\\aubject 
item before USCIB, I nsh to call your attentJ.on '00 the follo11.1J1g: 

a. On 1tems of intell1gence derived from COMINT military 
matters, COMINT consumer Departments and Agenc1es outside the Department 
of Defense have an 1nterest. The primary organ for exercismg control 
over COMIN!' of 1nterest to those De rtments am enc1e u 
D artment of Defense is USCIB. 

For th1s reason, 1 t appears 
des1rable for USCIB members to review release of the CCM for such use. 
On the other hand, 1t may be that u.s. d1plomatJ.c 1nterests and poll.Cy 
IDJ.ght be 1n favor of proVl.ding the Turk1sh Government nth the des1):"ed 
maclnnes, rather than see some other government, I 
proVide them or than fllld Turkey purchas1ng the neL...-w....,H=a_g_ei....,..in-ma-..,.c .... hiri_e_.s_. __ _. 

b. DurJ.ng the d1scusa1on 1n USCIB on release o:f the Typex to 
Western Umon and, later, of the CCM to NATO for use of NATO forces, 
there were certun reservatJ.ons expressed by the Department of State 
members on use of the C(]ri. The State Department members bell.eved that 
the macmnes should be spe01fl.cally 11m ted only to those Jlll.l1tary com­
mUil1catJ.ons of the SJ.gna tory na tJ.ons that concern North A.tlantJ.c Pact 
defense matters. Release of the CCivi for diplomatic purposes appears to 
exceed the 1ntention of USCIB at one tme to allow the CCM for essent:La.Uy 
m:U.1ta.r,y usage. 

c. It may be assumed that the State-Defense Military Inf'ormatJ.on 
Control Comm.ttee /S-D MICC7 would refer a matter of th1s nature to USCII3 
for comment betore-tak1ng ict:Lon. If th:Ls were inieed. tru.e, tune woul.d 
be lost by refernng the matter f1rst '00 S-D MICC, then golllg back to 
USCIB.

Navy member of the State-Defense MJ.11.tary IntormatJ.on Control 

Comllll. ttee LS-D MIC£7. A copy of' the correspondence is attached as an 

enclosure. 

2. Two c1.pher machines are currently author1.zed f'or NA'ID use, the 

BntJ.sh Typex, Mark II, and the Combined C1.pher Machl.ne, in both the u.s. 

and the Bn tJ.. sh vers1.ons. The CCM WJ.ll be proVl.ded for Turk1.sh forces 

1.n NATO; therefore, the cryptographl.c princl.ples of' the CCM nll be known 

to the Turk1.sh government.
