Subject: U.S.-British Interchange at Cr,yptographic Principles on 
a Reciprocal Basis 

Reference: OOA Memo to AFSA-14 dated 14 June 1950 

1. Attached is a tentative agenda for the subject conference 
as requested by' reference. 

2. If completeq tree discussion on the part ot the U.s. coDf'ereea 
is permitted on the five subjects, the deliberations at the conference 
wUl almost certainl;y spread to virtualq all U.S. cryptographic 
principles and equ1pments now UDder development or in the idea stage 
at AFSA. For example, a complete discussion on the first item, special 
purpose teleprinter systems for the exchange or intelligence material, 
might wll iuvolve the ASAM-9 and the ASAM·lS. The second it•, minor 
war vessels systems, might involve a discussion at the PCM and the 
ASAM-7. If the ASAM-7, 9 or 15 are discussed, than the )6-point rotor 
and the re-ent17 principle have to be disclosed. Another example is in 
the case ot ciphor:~T equipment. Our knowledge on ciphor:~T syst•s for 
tactical use comes in a large part from higher level developments Which 
are not on the agenda. In short, it this is to be a lim.itec.'l conference, 
as intended by' the U.s., then the limitations must be clearly defined. 
The onq possible or practicable wq to do this would be to require 
the u.s. conferees to confine their discussiona to specU'ic equipments, 
without going into or giving background reasoning if the latter involves 
ideas not to be disclosed. The specific equipments and ideas to be dis­
closed and those to be withheld must be clearq set forth prior to the 
conference. 

). From a purely technical viewpoint, ot course, a very strictly 
limited conference is much less satistacto17 than a completeq unlimited 
one. A more serious consideration, it the conference is to be ver,r 
limited, is that the u.s. mq be put into an embarrassing position at 
a later date 11' the British should adopt some of the u.s. developments 
disclosed at this conference, while the u.s. subsequent~ chooses to 
adopt equipment& withheld. For this reason, it would be advisable to 
inform the British that the U.s. is not committing itself' to utUiza 
a~ at the equipments now under development which are being disclosed.

4. In view ot the comments -.de above, it is suggested that 
the u.s. representatives to this proposed conference should be 
nominated at an early date and meetings ot these representatives 
should be held prior to submission of the agenda to the British and 
certainly pr1or to the first meeting. The purpose of these meetings 
of pureq u.s. representatives would be to clarify the situation by 
establishing and defining the limitations on discussions with the 
British in the Combined Conference. 

5. It is suggested further that the conference be organized 
in sub-committees, one tor each ot the five it8Jils on the age!Jda, and 
an executive committee with a procedure similar to previous BRD'SA 
technical conferences. 

6. .AFSA-0), 04, and l2 are in essential agreement with the 
above and with the proposed agenda.
