SECTION
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SECTION I - PURPOSE

In the interests of aiding the growth of all NSA techniclans
in knowledge of their subjects, skill in the techniques of their
crafts, and understanding of the broad nature of the cryptologic
function, a technical journal is established in the Agency.

SECTION II - EDITORTAL DIRECTION

1. The NSA Technical Journal Editorial Poliecy Board will
be established and membership snnounced by General Orders.

2. The boari will consist of a chairman and one representative
from each of the following: PROD, COMSEC, R/D, AG, TEC, TNG and P/P.

3. The Editorial Policy Board will:
a. BEstablish initial policy with respect to classifi-
cation, distribution, format and scope of material to be published,
and such other matters as require determination.

b. Publish policy statements for guidance of the Manag-
ing Editor and the several elements of the Agency.
