Station Five during December 1941.

2. Tab MA" includes an outline of the intercept and traffic forward-
ing directive in effect at Monitor Station Five on 1 December 1941,
together with all changes made during that month. This outline was prepared
from a basic assignment dated 7 October 1940 which superseded all previous
assignments to that station, and subsequent changes thereto which were sent
by radiogram, Two radiograms, dated 1 April 1941 and 17 June 1941, are
missing, Efforts are being made to locate these in the War Department
Classified Message Center,
