SUBJECT: U.S. and British Collabora.tton on Combined Cipher 
M~chine Develo~ent

1. As a result of conferences held early this year between 
United States and British representatives concerning the develop­
•ent of Ca.bined Cip~er equipaent. approval vas requesteG rro. 
the Chief of Staff, U. S. Ar.ay to collaborate vith the British: 

a. In the 1•proveaent of the Combined Cipher Machine. 

b. In the development of a low echelon cipher .achlne 
for combined used. 

Thia collaboration vas contingent upon the establ~an.ent of a 
set of Caabined Ca..unication Security Regulatlons. 

2. Attention is invlted to Inclosure 1 Yhich is a copy 
of the Su.mar1 Sheet prepared for the Chief of Starr. It vlll 
be noted that the reco .. endations were approved subject to 
SVNCC approval. 

3. Action vas taken by the Aray Security Agency to submit 
the reca.mendationa to SWNOC and a copy or SVNCC approval is 
attached as Inclosure 2. 

4. With reference to the Caabined C~Jnication Security 
Regulations aentioned in paragraph 1 above, informal action is 
being taken between appropriate representatives or the u. s. 
A?.ay and Navy to prepare a set of security regulations accept­
able to both services. At such tt.e aa an inforaal accord is 
r~ched, action vill be taken to obtain a .forJIB.l agraeaent.
