After a somewvbat lengthy, but not unpleasant, air trip,
I arrived home safely last Friday morning. We started off
from Prestwick to go to Iceland, but had to turn back when
mor® thap half way there on account of improper landing
cohditions. Then ve left Prestvick again, after a brief rest,
for the Azores which vas quite & long hop of tweslve hours.
¥We spent a fewv hours there and then took off for Bermuda
which vas another long hop of about twelve hours. PFinzlly,
after a short interval, ve journeyed to New York just ahead
of the heayy storm. I arrived there in the early hours of
Friday morning and took a train to Washington.

I found Barbara home, but not John--he heving been
unable to get & furlough. Elizebeth is incapacitated as
A result of baving broken a couple toes running into a leg
of a chair in the dark. She hobbles about on crutches.

We are in the midat of reorganization and I imagine that
things will settle down to & more even keel within & couple
of months.

I presume that your trip with Travis 1is still on and
I will look forvard to seeing you in October.

I turned over the pair of shoes to Albert Small and he
will take csre of the matter.
