1. In connection with the forthcoming UK/US COM5EC Conference to be held 
in London in october 1953, R/D has nomtnated several individnals~ including 
Messrs. H. c. Barlow, J. R. Chiles, M. M. Mathews, and B. G. Erickson to part­
icipate in the Conference itself or in the informal discussions which are to 
precede it. It is assumed tm t the S/ASST will head the U. S. delegation.
