However, in order that you may no longer feel the 
responsibility e~ressed in your letters, the D~artment considers 
itself justified in informing you, that the need tar the .Amer1oa.n 
Telephone and Telegraph o ipher machine passed attar the amiat1oe 
ot November, 1918, and its use was disoont1:amed aDd machines were 
stored. 

This Department is informed that the reoammeD.dat1ona 
tor the ohanges 1n this oipher, if need tor its use arises, will 
largely depend upon how widely the details ot the cipher maohine 
and its alphabets have been oiroulated.
