It is entirely possible to use the cipher machine in ~~practical sort 

of e. way and [et out messages which it would be most difficult to de-

cipher. Our past experience is that Colonel Mauborgne "'ill do the 

same thinf: with the cipher machine as he did with the DeYau'b Cipher 

and that is, put in some extra refinements to put one over on Fiver-

bank end this is not our idea of co-operation. 

I want to thank you for ~he disposition shown 

towards Riverbank and you can rest assured thet the Senators and Congress-

men whom I kn~, will be inf'ormed as occasion offers in regard to the pur-

poses of' a General Staff e.s compared to a bunch of bureaus with drewers 

that stick.
