10. For decipherment~ hnving ~ reciprocal eiphm'ing aommuta tor the key 
setting ot the ctUn wheels being tho ~mae na the initi~l satt1Jlf, ~t the enci)hering 
end the se4;uence of· keying ahar,~aters would be 1dcntical at the deciphering end 
and tho reo1proc1ty between plain-ta~t and cipher charcoters is established 
through the cipher co=nutator and tho deci:oherment is effected in !'!. simple

deci;hcraent at that homologou3 inat~nt (with respect to the cipher k~) X 
would be deciphered us A.
