I am a bit cha­
grined that I did not suggest a more appropriate title for the talk, 
since there are probably many persons who regard that as a dead issue 
and of no interest. However, I hope to exhume, if not rescusitate, the 
corpse. It might have been better to have suggested as a title "A 
cryptanaJ.yst looks at literature, 11 because I hope that by the time I 
reach the end of the talk I shall have gradually transported my listeners 
from the solid realm o£ Shakespearean writing to the ethereal strato­
sphere of ••modern verse." 

In introducing me, I trust you will be guided by my desire for 
breVity - I need the tine myself! You might indicate merely that I 
have been in this "racket" (as General Canine calls it) over 35 years -
longer than anybody else in the United States an:l possibly in the whole 
world; that my active participation in the cryptologic field, both as 
a civilian employee and a commissioned officer in the u.s. Jl.:rmy, extends 
through tuo wars; that for my contribution to the winning of \'lorld War 
II, I was among the first to receive the Medal for Meri·fi (only about 
250 such awards have been granted since the omer was established by 
General Washington); and that some of my colleagues refer to me as 
11Iron-m.an Friedman" because I have lived through the Battle of ~iashington 
for so long, am in good health and apparently still in full possession 
of my faculties - at least to a degree sufficient to per.mit my occupying 
the official position of Consultant to the Director of the Ar.med Forces 
security Agency, an organization Ullier the Joint Chiefs of Staff. Any­
~h:i.ng more you wish to add from rrry personal history in American l-ien of 
Science or in tofuo1s rlho in America, you will add at your own risk. 

It was most courteous of Colonel and Mrs. Nicho1as to invite me to 
be their house-guest and I am wri ti.ng them of my acceptance with 
pleasure.
