1. On 25 June 1954 a compromise of SECRET CODEWORD material 
occurred as a result of action taken by an officer of the HQ and 
HQ's Detachment, .304th Communications Reconnaissance Battalion. 

2. On this date the subject officer, acting independently, 
passed the COMINT infonnation to an uncleared, unindoctrinated 
U.S. Ar.my officer, attached to the Capitol ROK Division in a 
KMAG capacity. 

The Militar,y advisor subsequently passed this information to uncleared 
ROKA personnel. 

,3. On 26 June 1954 action was taken to restrict further 
dissemination, and the KMAG personnel who handled the information 
were indoctrinated. The officer responsible for disclosing the COMINT 
infonnation without authority has been relieved of duties requiring 
cr,yptographic clearance and reassigned outside the A~ Security Agenc.y.
