MEMORANDUM FOR TJIE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY, USCIB 

SUBJECT: Compromise of COlUNT Information EO 3.3(h)(2) 
PL .86-36/50 USC 3605 

Reference: NSA Message 102000Z February 1955 

1. On 9 February and on 20 February 1955, similar \violations 
occurred at the NSA Communications Center. In each instnce or-
tion of a messa e desi ted as NOFORN material 

2. The reference was an initial report of the 9 February\viola­
tion. 'rh.is error occurred as a result of the teletype tape of the 
NOFORN messa e becomin ·tt c ed tote f om 
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of t.he cveninr; watch. Th11 ont"onrlng operator lOG i..nforml')d by the 
departing opcrnt.or t.hat. the ::;ub,iecl. mes~age \·la::1 t.he next to be trans­
mitted. 1\.n~.uming tlnt. t.hc tarJU and page eopy of the meGsagc had 
already been properly checked by the operator he h:J.d ,iust relieved, 
the evening l'liltch operator pr·oconded to tran:3m.i.t t:.he NOFOHN messap:e to

from the National Jecurity Agency, that the procedure there is for the 
operator to de3t.roy inunedia.tely messages "busted" by a transmitting 
station, unauthori7.ed distribution of the ,NOFORN information must be 
assumed. In the first occurrence, materials indicating u.s. ability to 
extract information from certain sources have been sent to a collaborating 
CO~ITNT center. Tn the second occurrence, the text was releaseable but

the transmission revealed the designa.tion of a source of intelligence uhich 
is classified u.s. Eyes Only. 

5. A proper check at the transmission point should have revealed 
these erroro and prevented both of these violations. Although Standing 
Operating Procedure prescribes a check of all tapes prior to trans­
mission, personnel shortages and the current traffic load have interfered 
with full compliance with this. ~1oreover, it is not unusual for one 
operator to be responsible for two full-duplex circuits, as was the case 
in both these instances. Accordingly, the following corrective actions 
were taken to reduce the possibility of recurrence: 

a. Opero.tors on terndr1als of circuits to non-u.s. activities 
have been instructed to check each tape against the page cop,y prior to 
tranami~sion to insure that they agree and to scan a sufficient portion. 
or the heading or the message on the monitor printer to insure that the 
proper tape is being transmitted. 

b. Ter.minala or circuits to non-u.s. activities have been 
isolated, and eo.oh ~ermino.l is manned by a single operator. 

It is considered that. tho o.bove actions constitute presently satisfactory 
corrective measures in view o£ current perQoonel limitations. 

6. Statements were taken from the individuals concerned, and the7 
substantiate the facts ae reported above. 

7. The training pror,ram nt the NnA Conununications Center is 
comprehensive and well pl."J.nned. Personnel shortages, however, have inter­
fered with t'ull implementation or it a.s planned, a.nd the majority or 'the 
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.. · · • training is "on-the-job". !nsufficient. training of the operators, 

nevertheless, cannot be adduced in the::;e cases, since they were not 
only well trained but. also experienced. , They have been cautioned 
and all operators have received addition~l instruction.
